• Procedures for the management of allegations of abuse or misconduct by staff or volunteers against a child availing of our activities 
• Procedures for the safe recruitment of staff and volunteers to work with children in our activities 
• Requirement for child safeguarding training to be undertaken by staff working with young persons, and access to child safeguarding information, including the identification of the occurrence of harm 
• Procedure for reporting of child protection or welfare concerns to Statutory Authorities

This organisation is committed to the implementation of this Child Safeguarding Statement and the procedures that support our intention to keep children safe from harm while availing of our activities.
